that there would be a high demand for healthcare services, but never did we

imagine that nearly 20,000 people would use the clinic in the first year. The
range of services provided has expanded month on month with not only treatment for such
common life threatening conditions such as Malaria and Diarrhoea; the unpleasantness of worms
and other infections being prowded but also a huge amount of preventive clinics work being done.
The Child Welfare clinic provides growth monitoring and
immunisation services for about 500 youngsters a month,
the Family Planning and Ante Natal Clinics are busy each
month and detection of HIV allows for simple but effective
action to be taken to prevent transmission from mother to
baby. Our quest to fund the building of a day ward
extension for maternity and minor surgery is progressing
well as we are almost at our £10,000 target. By our visit
next February we should be able to publish plans and have

TR an opening date for this important project arranged. Our
original Nurse Practitioner, Kennedy Ngala is currently away full time at college gaining additional
gualifications so a new Nurse, Florence is working hard day in day out along with volunteer
assistants Patrick and Fatma.
