This marked the culmination of an idea hatched
back in October 2007; the mission was to provide every child at Kadzinuni Primary School
with a special school bag to keep their books clean and hold their pens and pencils. 2008
was the year we cajoled individuals and organisations to sponsor a school bag for just £3.
By early 2009 we achieved our goal of 1,000 bags and with help from Brian & Mary Lund
we have also put in each bag a post card with a message and often a photo of the donor.
In a few weeks time the other 900 bags will be shipped out to Kenya for distribution. Bags
sponsored by schools or other groups are made in the school colours; red & black from
Willow Brook, maroon & yellow from 1% Keyworth Scouts and so on.

Since 1998 Kadzinuni Primary School has
been transformed. Back then about 640
children attended a run down almost derelict
school; they had no books, no desks; they

sat on the dirt floor; 2 classrooms were

closed due to storm damage; they were close

How things have changed! Nearly 1,000
children attend the school today; all the
classrooms (and there are 4 more than in
1998) have cement floors and desks; this
year the school lies 9 of 28 in the district
league tables (in 2007 it was 2"). At the start
of 2009 4 additional teachers arrived and the
next 11 students started at secondary school
bringing the total being supported to 46.

We are delighted to see that the 11 students
known as The Class of 2009 includes 6 girls
and 5 boys i so more girls are now winning
places at secondary school.
