Healthcare at Kadzinuni 
In August 2007 the clinic dedicated to the memory of one of original trustees Kendrick Seller opened.. 
It provides basic care, medication and a wide range of preventive and health education services to the 
whole community of Kadzinuni at minimal cost. The Kenya Ministry of Health provides our Nurse, 
Cleaner and Watchman; we have built and equipped Kiliniki Ya Kendrick (Kendrick’s Clinic). We have 
to maintain the buildings, subsidise consultations, provide support for health education and develop 
facilities further. 

  
 

Our input on an average day will be between £20 and £30. 
You can help by donating £25, perhaps as a birthday or 
anniversary gift for a family member or friend. You will 
receive a gift card to send to the person on whose behalf 
you donate, or we can send it direct to them for you.

 Since 2013 we have been supporting a rolling programme of farmer training that 
 is having a massive impact upon Kadzinuniôs ability to provide its own food and 
increase economic activity. The KADZINUNI FARMERS FIELD SCHOOL is 
transforming the community. 

 

 

 

 
This provides training courses in the fields, off site educational 
visits, a fertiliser pack and seeds that enables the trainee farmer to become an efficient wealth 
creating member of the community helping to ensure food security for Kadzinuni. Trainees 
learn modern techniques to optimise yields in the Kadzinuni environment AND training on 
finances. 

 
 
 
 

Fertilisers are vital for long term high yields and this gift provides a starter pack for a trainee 
farmer which then will provide income from the crops with which to restock for the next 
growing season. 

 
Field Courses for a group of 30 trainee farmers are the core of the training programme at 
Kadzinuni. Each programme includes 32 Training Sessions and 24 Supervision visits to the 
Field School by agricultural experts.  

 
 
 
 
 

Off site visits to the Kenyan Agricultural Research Institute and other establishments allow 
Kadzinuni trainee farmers to learn many more skills than can be covered in the local fields. 
Skills such as poultry husbandry and making best use of scarce water resources are covered. 
Trips out of the village are huge sources of motivation. 

 

 

An initial supply of seeds, quickly replaced after a successful first crop 
kick start a trainee farmerôs field activity.

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The Friends of Kadzinuni has set up a scheme to provide financial support to those able 
students that on completion of Grade 8 at Kadzinuni then qualify for a Provincial or National 
Secondary School place. Secondary education in Kenya is only available to those who can 
afford to pay fees. Young people from Kadzinuni rarely have the resources to attend 
secondary school. The curriculum at secondary school is a 4 year course.  
 
The scheme commenced during 2005 and we have now 
supported over 130 students. Several have also progressed to 
higher education studying and gaining University Degrees. 
These life changing opportunities are fundamental to increasing 
the aspiration of young people and their families at Kadzinuni 
and although not all return to live and work in the village the 
overall benefits of having a better educated society are huge. 
For example, Kadzinuni Primary School attracts great teachers 
who stay longer despite the rural location and lower level of 
facilities than can be found in the large towns and cities. 
 
We are currently seeking people to join the scheme. Supporters 
will usually choose to make regular monthly gifts that for UK 
taxpayers can be subject to Gift Aid, increasing the value of the 
gift by at least 25%. After 10 years of linking individual students 
to sponsors we have now changed the scheme whereby we are 
providing Permanent Bursaries from the interest gained on a 
Capital Fund held in Kenya by our partners the Rotary Club of 

Bahari, Mombasa.  
 
The cost of a single Permanent Bursary is £2,000, so as 
our funds designated to the scheme reach this amount 
the capital is sent out and the bursary start in the January 
after the funds have been invested for one year. 
 
Donations can be of any amount from £4 per month. For 
example, £12 per month if Gift Aided is worth £15 to the 
scheme. You can also pay annually. Just email

Students are selected each year following the publication of Grade 8 Primary School Exams. 
We aim to support girls and boys in equal numbers. Ongoing support from year to year will be 
conditional on a good attendance record and a level of progress indicative of the student 
working hard. Exam results will be part of the criteria but not of overriding importance. The 
monitoring and payment of the bursaries is done by our Rotary partners in Mombasa.
